Kindergarten (Virtual) Registration Week is March 7th-11th, 2022. Details will be
provided soon.

Parents/guardians of children who will be five as of September 1, 2022, must enroll
their children in kindergarten for the 2022-2023 school year.
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Note: Parents/guardians without access to a computer should contact their child’s
school for assistance in completing the registration form.

Prekindergarten

The HCPSS Pre-K program is a high-quality, half-day prekindergarten program.
Students must be four years old by September 1, 2022, to be considered for enrollment
in fall 2022. See specifics on Pre-K Program.

Please note: MWES does not have PK.

Gather Documentation Ahead of Time

Having all your documentation prepared in advance of registration will keep the
process moving quickly. If you are missing documentation, your registration will be
denied.

Student Identification Documentation

e Student’s evidence of birth (birth certificate, passport/visa, physician’s
certificate, baptismal or church certification, hospital certificate, parent/s
affidavit or birth registration.)

o Proof of parental relationship, custody, or guardianship. If applicable, bring
legal proof of custody (court order).

e Any additional paperwork that may be necessary due to special living
arrangements or circumstances.

Academic Documentation

e Student’s most recent grade report, transcript, report card from last school
attended at time of withdrawal.

e Documentation of Special Education (IEP), 504, Psychological Report, or
related services.

Black History Month Celebrations

honors all Black people from all periods of U.S. history. Among the notable figures
often spotlighted during Black History Month are Dr. Martin Luther King Jr., who
fought for equal rights for Blacks during the 1950s and *60s; Thurgood Marshall, the
first African-American justice appointed to the United States Supreme Court in 1967;
Mae Jamison, who became the first female African-American astronaut to travel to
space in 1992; and Barak Obama, who was elected the first-ever African-American
president of the United States in 2008.

School Wide Reading Challenge

e You should be able to see all your students in the top, left corner of the screen.

o Conferences will be 15 minutes in length (30 minutes for ELL only). Please
keep this in mind when selecting a slot for additional children. It is best not to
select back-to-back time slots due to the virtual setting.
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Once you have completed your conference registration(s), you can see the schedule in
your parent connect access account by selecting More Options, Conference
Scheduling, View My Conference Schedule in the navigation pane (left side).
